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Configure Your Own 
AquaForms with These Parts

AquaForms consists of standardized components that 
the designer (that can be you!) puts together to create 
a structure that children would love to play in for 
hours—and is uniquely yours. The major parts are:

Hexagonal platforms held up by 
a single central pole

Children can find a host of play features on each 
deck. Each and every facet of the hex platform is 
connectable. New square and triangle platforms 
complete the building blocks of configurability.

Stairs and bridges

These are the tools to create elevation changes and 
spans up to 7 meters (23 feet) between platforms.

Create an adventurous route that encourages children 
to explore non-linearly, which increases time spent on 
the unit and the fun factor.

Polycarbonate guardrails along 
the entire structure 

The translucent panels allow for better sightlines, 
parent and child comfort, as well as theming 
opportunities.

Water slides with RTM fiberglass 
parts

Fiberglass made using the resin transfer molding 
process is shiny on both sides, which not only makes 
the slides look bright but also easy to clean. 

Water feature

Everyone loves the giant tipping bucket that dumps water when it gets wobbly full. Other fun features include 
kinetic spinners and orbs, tumble buckets, arch falls, and more. 

True interactive play elements

Features such as Surprise Spray, Staccato Blaster, and Spill Bowl require an action that triggers a reaction. 
Exclusive to AquaForms are handprint and footprint activators that work to create a remote water effect without 
the need for electricity.  

Feature modularity and individual supply controls open up many possibilities, such as dialing in the best water 
flow even in the tightest of footprints and offering unlimited ways to refresh your attraction.

•	Clear sightlines help with safety and 
reduce the number of lifeguards needed 
around the corners.

•	Slides made with RTM fiberglass are 
smooth on both inside and outside 
surfaces and therefore, easier to clean.

•	With each feature having its own 
adjustable valve, water flow management 
is optimized, whether for slides or play 
elements. 

•	The interactive play features are only 
activated when triggered and are not 
always on, thereby saving water, as well 
as chemicals and money. 

•	Corrosion-resistant steel, high-quality 
clear coat, and polycarbonate guardrails 
enhance the durability of the unit. 
Stainless steel is available as an option.

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Elements of Good Play

Multi-level aquatic play structures are interactive playgrounds with decks of spray toys, falling water, 
and slides. But behind these seemingly straightforward play units are meticulous planning, design, and 
engineering as well as an intentional application of child psychology. AquaForms integrates elements of good 
play, such as action and reaction, surprise, and intuition, in a structure where kids can explore with different 
senses and build confidence alongside developing their physical, cognitive, and social skills.  

Where an Action Triggers a Giddy 
Reaction

AquaForms uses true cause-and-effect interactives 
to satisfy children’s curiosity and encourage hands-
on play. Combining entertainment with learning, 
these features allow them to trigger various water 
effects through pressing a button, turning a wheel, 
or stepping on an activator. This level of participation 
enables deeper engagement than passive attractions 
and even provides opportunities for social interactions, 
for example, when one child sprays water across to 
another child or when children share with each other 
how the activators work.

Keeping It Dynamic with Both 
Intuitive and Surprise Elements

Kids have keen eyes to instinctively find play 
opportunities. On AquaForms, toys are easily 
identifiable, interesting, and scaled for children,

balancing between locations that are visible and 
those that are more subtle or even hidden to set the 
stage for pleasant discoveries. In addition, unexpected 
sprays and splashes keep the play exciting and inject a 
vibrant energy into the park.

Because AquaForms’ polycarbonate guardrails lend 
themselves well to artwork, the theming can represent 
a narrative that stirs children’s imagination and spark 
make-believe play. Even better, with the optional Life 
Floor that can be designed to match or extend the 
theming, children can more easily invent stories with 
their playmates. Just think of what they can do with a 
theme of pirates or sea creatures.

Life Floor Add-On

For extra safety in aquatic play areas, WhiteWater always recommends Life Floor®, a rubber foam flooring 
system especially made for the water park environment. These help to prevent slips and falls as well as cuts 
and injuries from abrasive floors. Life Floor tiles can be installed at the bottom of the AquaForms unit or on 
the surfaces of the structure. 

With a cushioned surface, children can challenge themselves more physically for a better play experience. 

Accessibility

To make sure everyone has an opportunity to enjoy AquaForms, the unit has more play elements on the 
ground level, not only to engage those with different mobility needs, but also so that guests with different 
abilities can play together. Deck level interactives include the Handprint Turbine and the Surprise Spray that 
trigger water squirts and splashes, as well as our full line of AquaSplash spray toys and features. In addition, 
each lower level platform has an opening for ADA-compliant wheelchair access.
